Judging Criteria, Selection of Winners and notification of Winners

MLK Service Recognition Program will be judged on the following criteria:
· Does the project address one of the DuPont goals: feed the growing world population, decrease our dependence on fossil fuels, and protect people and the environment?
· How many were impacted by your project?
· Did your project include a variety of participants?
· Is the project sustainable and/or can it be replicated for other groups?
