Use Canopy® alone or tank mixed
with grass or broadleaf-weed 
products such as DuPont™ Cinch®

herbicide or other products 
registered for soybeans, anytime up
to 45 days prior to planting if using
minimum tillage practices, or at
planting if using conventional tillage.

Apply a postemergence product
such as DuPont™ Classic® or 
Synchrony® XP herbicide, or  

glyphosate plus a tank mixture of
Classic® or Synchrony® XP on
glyphosate-tolerant soybeans to help
catch late-season flushes if required.
